Commissioner Tricia Durbin called the meeting of the Warren County Commissioners to order with Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin and Commissioner Jeff Eggleston present.

Finance Report: Lisa Hagberg, Finance Director stated that the total in both accounts is $2, 822,520.00

New Business:

Resolution #3245 Authorizing the Conveyance of Excess Personal Property & Equipment: Commissioner Tricia Durbin stated that this conveyance is for various weights, mats, punching bags etc.

Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin then stated that this equipment all went out to bid, but the bids came in so low they were all rejected.

Solicitor Nathaniel Schmidt stated that the conveyance should be for $1.00 as stated in the resolution.

Motion was made by Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin, seconded by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston to approve Resolution #3245 for the conveyance of excess property. Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution #3246 Adoption of Various GMS SOP(s): Commissioner Tricia Durbin stated that the SOP for approval today is Workplace Harassment. 

Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin stated that this is not a new policy, it is taking the current policy that is already in the handbook, and putting it the SOP format. He then stated that there will be others coming for approval soon. 

Motion was made by Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin, seconded by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston to approve Resolution #3246 for the Adoption of various SOP(s) as presented. Motion carried unanimously. 

Notice to Award Center St. Reconstruction Professional Engineering Services: Danielle Flasher, CDBG Grants Administrator stated that sealed bids were received for the Engineering Services for the reconstruction of Center St. in Clarendon Borough. 

Danielle stated that Clarendon Borough Council has approved AC Engineering in the amount of $14,696.00.

Motion was made by Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin, seconded by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston to award the reconstruction of Center St., Clarendon for Engineering Services to AC Engineering in the amount of $14,696.00. Motion carried unanimously.

Repository Tax Bid(s): Commissioner Tricia Durbin stated that there are three repository tax bids for our approval today: Parcel TD-5-28-321 for $800.00 from Matthew Diefenderfer, WN-281-37817 for $252.00 from Eric Herm-Cheap Lands Inc., and SH-368-1141 for $252.00 also from Eric Herm-Cheap Lands Inc.

Motion was made by Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin, seconded by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston to approve all the repository tax bid(s) as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

MOU with AFSCME: Lisa Hagberg, Finance Director stated that during negotiations the position of Lead Dispatcher was added, and everyone agrees, this position is not needed, and the union would like it removed.

Motion was made by Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin, seconded by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston to approve the MOU with the AFSCME bargaining unit as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Agreement with the ANF for Forest Patrols: Commissioner Tricia Durbin stated that we will be entering into an agreement with the Allegheny National Forest (ANF) for patrols, cost is not to exceed $5,750.00.

Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin stated that this is an annual amendment to the agreement so that our Sheriff Department can patrol the Forest areas.

Motion was made by Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin, seconded by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston to approve the agreement with the ANF as presented. Motion carried unanimously.
