
Warren County Commissioners Public Meeting
May 10, 2023 12:03 p.m.
Jackson Courtroom

Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin called the meeting of the Warren County Commissioners to order with Commissioner Jeff Eggleston present, and Commissioner Tricia Durbin present by phone.

Moment of Silence: Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin asked that after the pledge of allegiance, there be an extra long moment of silence in honor of Heather Wilcox who passed away suddenly last week. 

Announcements: Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin announced that this meeting is being recorded.

Executive meetings held since the last meeting: There were no executive sessions since the last meeting.

Correspondence: None

Presentation: Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin stated that while at a county function, he noticed that everyone had their badges except for the coroner. This position needs to have a badge when they go into certain citations. Today Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin presented Melissa Zydonik with her coroner badge and thanked her for her service.

Consent Agenda:

Minutes from the April 26, 2023 Public Meeting: No corrections or additions to be made. 

Finance Report: Lisa Hagberg, Finance Director stated that there is a total of $2,567,033.00 in both the General Fund and the Savings account combined.

We are right in line with the budget at this time. 

Proclamation(s): National Skilled Nursing Care Week, and Emergency Medical Services Week.

[bookmark: _Hlk114122975]Motion was made by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston, seconded by Commissioner Tricia Durbin to approve the consent agenda as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Old Business: 

New Business:

Agreement with the Army Corp of Engineers for Dam Patrols: Sheriff Brian Zeybel explained that this is a renewal of the current agreement for his office to make patrols around the Kinzua Dam especially Memorial Day through Labor Day. They will in turn pay the county not more than $26,881.46.

Motion was made by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston, seconded by Commissioner Tricia Durbin to approve the agreement with the Army Corp of Engineers for the Dam Patrols as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance 262 rezoning of an area in Columbus Township R1 to R2: Solicitor Nathaniel Schmidt stated that he has reviewed this rezoning and it is recommended that it be approved.

Motion was made by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston, seconded by Commissioner Tricia Durbin to approve the rezoning of 34 E Main St., Columbus from R1 to R2 as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Award & Agreement with Klinginsmith for the Center St. Stormwater project (Clarendon): Danielle Flasher, CDBG Grants Administrator reviewed the project, and stated that the first time it went out to bid only one bid was received, therefore, it had to go back out to bid. This time we were able to get more bids and after review, it was found that there was a tabulation error in the bid from Klinginsmith. None of the line amount changed, just the total. 

After review by the Engineers, and the County Solicitor we are within our realm to go ahead and award this project to Klinginsmith as they were the lowest bidder at $121,810.00.

Motion was made by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston, seconded by Commissioner Tricia Durbin to award the CDBG Center St. Stormwater project to Klinginsmith in the amount of $121,810.00. Motion carried unanimously.

Agreement with Forest County to provide Veterans Assistance: Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin explained that Forest County has found themselves without a representative in their Veterans Office, and they asked for our help.

This agreement is for a trial time of 90 days and we will send support to Forest County one day a week and provide services in our office as needed. If this works, then a permanent agreement will be put into place.

Motion was made by Commissioner Tricia Durbin, seconded by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston to approve the 90-day agreement with Forest County to provide veteran services. Motion carried unanimously.

Amendment to the Palmetto Posting agreement for 2023: Phil Gilbert, Director of Tax Claim explained that Palmetto posting has increased their rates to post the properties that are going to tax sale to $27.50 per posting.

Motion was made by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston, seconded by Commissioner Tricia Durbin to approve the amendment to the Palmetto Posting agreement as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution #3247 Tax Claim Fee Schedule: Phil Gilbert, Director of Tax Claim stated that this fee schedule change goes in hand with the increase in Palmetto Posting amendment.

Motion was made by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston, seconded by Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin to approve Resolution #3247 to allow the fee schedule change for Tax Claim. Motion carried unanimously.

Agreement with Remedy Analytics and Highmark Inc.: Lisa Hagberg, Finance Director explained that Remedy Analytics does a forensic analysis on our medical insurance costs. They have done this for a few years now.

Motion was made by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston, seconded by Commissioner Tricia Durbin to approve the agreement with Remedy Analytics as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Agreement with the School District for Student Resource Officer(s): Sheriff Brian Zeybel explained that this is a renewal of the current agreement with the Warren County School District for the Sheriff Office to provide a full time School Resource officer and two part time officers when requested. 

Motion was made by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston, seconded by Commissioner Tricia Durbin to approve the agreement with the School District for School Resource Officer(s) as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Ratify the 2022-2025 AFSCME Union Contract: Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin stated that while the AFSCME union went to arbitration, this was settled in December 2022; to which we have been abiding by. WE have however notice we have never ratified this contract in a public meeting.

Motion was made by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston, seconded by Commissioner Tricia Durbin to ratify the 2022-2025 AFSCME bargaining contract as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Approve two-year Maintenance Agreement with Jamestown Industrial Trucks: Kenneth McCorrison, Public Safety Director stated that the county was able to purchase a used industrial fork truck from Midtown that can run out doors which makes doing things easier between bays at the warehouse much more convenient.

This agreement is for a two-year maintenance agreement with Jamestown Industrial Trucks.

Motion was made by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston, seconded by Commissioner Tricia Durbin to approve the two-year maintenance agreement with Jamestown Industrial Trucks as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Agreement with CTC for Broadband Consulting:  Commissioner Jeff Eggleston explained that we have gone through a very extensive RFP process. We have chosen CTC Technology as the consultant for the broad band build out project in the county.

Commissioner Tricia Durbin stated that Solicitor Nathaniel Schmidt has reviewed the agreement.

Solicitor Nathaniel Schmidt confirmed that he reviewed the agreement, and had some edits that CTC accepted.

Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin then stated that this will be paid for by using the ARPA funds and grant funds when we can get them.

Motion was made by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston, seconded by Commissioner Tricia Durbin to approve the agreement as presented with CTC Technology. Motion carried unanimously.

Agreement with Three + One: Lisa Hagberg, Finance Director explained that this company will do an analysis on all of the checking accounts to be sure we are not paying more for fees than we should be. They will provide investment strategies that will best suit the county.

If they find savings, the cost will be $9,900.00; if they do not find a savings, the county owes nothing.

Motion was made by Commissioner Jeff Eggleston, seconded by Commissioner Tricia Durbin to approve the agreement with Three + One as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Tree Removal at Domestic Relations: Commissioner Benjamin Kafferlin explained that there is a tree at Domestic Relations that must come down. The cost will be $1,200.00 for Bentley Tree to remove this tree. We are here today to make it public that this will be done. It is in the realm of not having to go out for bid or get telephone quotes.
