Educational Improvement Tax Credit Program (EITC)
Background

The PA Department of Community and Economic Development (DCED) offers an opportunity for businesses to apply for tax credits, which are used to provide contributions to an eligible scholarship, pre-K scholarship, or educational improvement organization. Those tax credits may then be applied against the tax liability of a business for the tax year in which the contribution was made.
The purpose of the grant is to more fully develop the academic and technical skills of secondary students enrolled in career and technical education programs. Activities are encouraged that focus on the promotion of academics within a technical setting, integration of best practices, provision of student leadership opportunities at the local, state and national levels; supporting industry partnerships, working with local workforce boards, and providing students with opportunities to develop skills needed to keep the US competitive.
The Ellwood Group has asked the Warren County Career Center to provide them with a proposal on how it would use monies that Ellwood might donate to it through the tax credit program in 2008-09. A number of agencies in the Warren County area have received similar invitations. Ellwood will evaluate the proposals and, upon learning from the DCED how much (if any) money they will have available, determine which agencies they wish to donate to and how much they will receive.
The WCCC has been told that the donation could range from $25,000 - $50,000. The proposal designed by the WCCC includes:

a) Machinist Tutoring

b) Math Tutoring

c) Funding for a “Destructive decisions resulting in Teens at Risk” unit.

d) Funding for an “Employability Skills” unit.

e) Field trips for both machining and welding students.

f) Equipment purchases – Lathes.

g) Equipment purchases – Mills.

h) Equipment purchases – Welding units.

i) WCCC is seeking permission to pursue this relationship with Ellwood Group and the DCED. If approved, the DCED will consider the request and, if approved, send an application to the Career Center for 
There are no matching funds required by the program.

If the Ellwood tax credits are approved by DCED, and the Ellwood Group selects the WCCC proposal for funding, WCCC will be required to submit an application for funding to the DCED.
