EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
AYP Growth Model

Summary

The US Department of Education has accepted Pennsylvania’s Value Added Assessment System (PVAAS) as a “growth model” on a conditional basis.  PVAAS predicts the progress that should be made from year to year by groups of students within a school and within a school district.  
The attached PowerPoint presentation is from the most recent webinar presented by the PA Department of Education which Mrs. Stewart, Mrs. Green and Ms. Hetrick attended on January 20.  This provides a specific explanation of PVAAS and how it should be interpreted.  At this time, we have received no specific direction from the PA Department of Education as to how PVAAS will be implemented as a measure of progress in the determination of AYP.

Relevance to WCSD 
When PVAAS is used as a growth model for assessing student progress, it seems likely that schools and the Warren County School District will be able to meet the AYP standard by demonstrating that students have achieve one year’s growth in one year’s time.  Dr. Shula Nedley, Director of Assessment for the PA Department of Education is willing to come to Warren County and make a presentation to the Board of Directors about PVAAS if we would like to schedule that presentation for a better understanding of PVAAS.
