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Informal Geometry

Apply mathematical principles by creating projects involving angle of rotation, magnitude vector, similarity, congruency, lines of reflection, tessellations, and optical illusions.  This course is called “informal” geometry because we focus on basic geometric principles through the use of manipulative, not on the proofs of a traditional geometry course.  Use tangrams, protractors, and compasses to explore principles of geometry.  Explore spatial visualization activities involving 3-dimensional lettering and build cube constructions by following 2-dimensional plans. Grades 5 - 6. (Minimum EXPLORE Math Score = 9). This is a one-week class that meets daily from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m.
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Student Cost: $395.00 for the one week program with financial assistance available.  However, a proposal was submitted and accepted through the Community Foundation of Warren County for $3,675.00 to help make this summer opportunity more affordable.  Fifteen 5-6 grade Gifted Support students will have the opportunity to attend this summer camp for the cost of $150.00 as the remainder will be paid from the funding through the Community Foundation of Warren County.   
Parents pay C-Mites directly.  
Student enrollment: Minimum of 13 students for a class to run at the LEC with a maximum of 15 students.  

Teachers: A teacher and an assistant are needed with enrollment numbers above the minimum.  If the enrollment numbers are at the minimum or below, one teacher will be needed.  The teacher and assistant positions are paid directly through C-Mites.

Transportation: Transportation is not provided for the C-Mites summer program.  
Student application: Gifted Support students currently in grades 5-6 can apply for this summer program with a teacher recommendation needed from a math teacher.
