House Building Project

Proposal

Objective: The objective of the Building Construction Program is to build a 1,400-1,600Sq.ft. Modular home that could be handicap accessible with 36” doors an accessible bathroom, and other such items.   
Vision: To provide students with experiences to deal with Baby Boomers considering building new homes and remodeling existing homes.
The Plan: 

Location: Lower parking lot behind the WCCC

Time Line: 2-3 years.


Competencies: The Building Construction, Others program is in Phase III of the State’s Program of Study and is currently working on the Competency list. Building a Modular Home will meet most of the competencies on the list with the exception of the masonry portion of the list.


Estimated Cost: $60,000-$75,000 


 
The National Average cost of building a new house is $120.00 per square foot with crawl space and no garage. We are looking at approximately $40-$50 per square foot and the buyer will be responsible for the foundation.

Projected Sale: The projected sale of the home should be 15%-25% over the cost of building it, based on what other schools are able to sell their homes for.

There is no anticipated budget request for a second home because the goal is to sell the first house for enough profit to offset the cost of rising prices. It may, however, be possible that financial support would be needed if the money, from the sale of the first house, did not come available in time for the start of the next house.
