Actions to Date: 
· Review of cell phones as a response unit
· Review of www.polleverywhere.com
Observations: 
· Cell phones can be used to message / text to a teacher created response
· Cell phone coverage continues to be inconsistent across the district
· “Clicker” units / response units currently utilized by the district have a software application reporting layer
· This reporting layer provides formative assessment information to help guide instruction and to better meet individual student needs which cell phone polling would not do.
· Although cell phones have a considerable amount of computing capacity, there are still significant limitations to their ubiquitous use in classrooms

Recommendations from Administration:
· Continue to closely monitor research and development of personal computing devices
· Continue to allow instructional needs to drive technology utilization and implementation
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
