
Executive Summary:  
Use of Online Textbooks
Actions to Date: 
· Review of online textbooks during Math curriculum review 08-09
· Review of online textbooks during Language Arts curriculum review 09-10
· Review of online textbooks during Science curriculum review 10-11
Observations: 
· Different textbook companies are offering different levels of online texts and materials ranging from full texts to supplemental teacher and student resources.  
· In addition to online textbooks, there are options to purchase “digital content” from sources like Discovery Education
· During the math and language arts curricular reviews and textbook selections, in general,  there were not cost savings for choosing the online version of the text that we were seriously considering.  
· Over the last few years, we have observed progress in the evolution of online texts
· Textbook companies appear to be focusing resources on the development of online resources in key marketing areas
· Online textbooks could be implemented in an environment similar to what the district has today.  Primary benefits of this implementation would be for those students with Internet access at home.  
· Online textbooks could be implemented in a one to one environment or in a classroom equipped with electronic devices.
Recommendations from Administration:
· Continue to allow curriculum review to drive textbook selection
· Continue to monitor and evaluate the availability of online textbooks and devices to support their use
