Course Title: Art Grade One

Course Description: Grade One students will explore and experiment with a wide variety of art media.
They will be introduced to new media as well as engage with familiar media through
new techniques and processes. Students will respond to and create works of art
that emphasize the elements of art of line, shape, color, form, texture, and space,
as well as principles of design that include pattern and proportion. They will work
individually as well as collaboratively with peers. Students will begin to connect
artmaking to a larger, shared purpose that has existed over time and place.
Students will consider how artists share their work and they will begin to present
their artwork, explain their artistic choices and interests, and provide feedback to
others.
