Students will respond to and create works of art 
that emphasize the elements of art of line, shape, color, form, texture, space, and 
value, as well as principles of design that include repetition, pattern, rhythm, and 
balance. Students will explore diverse concepts such as sustainability, natural and 
constructed environments, public sculptures, mood and emotion, and making art 
for a community. They will connect artmaking to different purposes, audiences, 
times, and places.
