Superintendent's Reports and Recommendations

General Comments -Dr. Robert Terrill/Mrs. Sylvia Root 

Dr. Terrill offered clarification on the Organizational Chart that was requested last week.  Mr. Turnquist is reviewing the position of Supervisor of Business Information Management with the retirement of Mr. Miller and redirecting the position to an IT position with information/technology.  Administration is looking to fill this position temporarily, since it will be vacated very shortly and is reviewing the impact of reducing that department by one and moving it to technology.

Invitations were sent out to county residents and stakeholders for the feasibility study that will take place with Dr. DeJong.  

Board Goals were shared with the Directors and principals, and the Directors have a charge to present, by May 16th, a draft of strategic action plans to accomplish the goals.  This will be presented to the Board when completed.

The elementary literary manuals were received and are in the process of being distributed to the teachers.  Student materials have also been ordered by Mrs. Green.

Dr. Terrill attended two conferences.  The first was the Pennsylvania Association of Rural and Small Schools where he gathered information for cutting cyber and charter school costs.  He also identified people who could be resources to provide small and rural school ideas that could be incorporated into the steering committee work.

He also attended the PSBA Construction conference where there were a number of sessions that included - how to garner public support, building a team, and PlanCon processes and procedures, which provided a wealth of information.  Dr. Kennerknecht has information that he will scan and email to the Board.

Dr. Martin appointed an Ad Hoc committee to work with the steering committee for the long range facilities planning project.  He appointed members of the Physical Plant & Facilities Committee, Mr. Knapp, Mrs. Zariczny and himself.

Mrs. Root shared that a survey was sent to the South Street Early Learning Center parents whose students attended Allegheny Valley kindergarten, because administration had heard that some parents wanted to keep their students at Allegheny Valley for first grade.  The result showed that fourteen parents did want to keep their students there for first grade, and the administration will honor their requests.

Again some Central Attendance Area kindergarten students will attend Allegheny Valley for kindergarten.  Maps were presented outlining bus routes.  A committee consisting of the two principals, Ms. Buerkle, Mrs. Dwyer; Mrs. Sonja Couse and Mr. Kimio Nelson, transportation department; Mrs. Rosemarie Green, Mrs. Sylvia Root and Dr. Robert Terrill was formed to determine the boundaries.  The 2008-09 boundaries are very similar to last year’s boundaries.

Mrs. Green answered questions regarding elementary staffing.  One additional teacher will be put into Russell Elementary.  No transfers will be approved at Russell because of the lack of classroom space.  There are no classrooms out of compliance with the guidelines for student enrollment at the elementary level.  The district is down one FTE at the elementary level.
