CURRICULUM REVIEW CYCLE

Administrative Procedure
The Board of Education recognizes its responsibility for the improvement and growth of the educational program of the schools.  To this end, the curriculum shall be evaluated, adapted and developed on a continuing basis and in accordance with Policy 9135:  Curriculum Review.

The Board reserves the right to review all curriculums and to direct a continuing program of curriculum review and modification.  The Board directs that the curriculum of this district:

1.   Be consistent with written goals, objectives and identified pupil needs;

2.   Be developed to meet the needs of all students:

a. individual talents and interests
b. serve diverse learning styles
c.  to motivate student achievement
3.   Provide for continuous learning through effective articulation among the schools of this district:
4.   Provide all pupils continuous access to sufficient programs and instructional resources to support the educational program;

5.   Provide all pupils guidance and counseling to assist in career and academic planning,

6.   Provide a continuum of educational programs and services for all special needs children, pursuant to law and regulation;

7.   Provide ESL programs for pupils whose dominant language is not English, pursuant to law;

8.   Provide compensatory education programs for pupils, pursuant to law and regulation;

9.   Provide all pupils equal educational opportunity, pursuant to law and regulation;

10.  Provide career awareness and vocational education, pursuant to law and regulations; and

11.  Provide educational opportunities for exceptionally gifted and talented pupils.
Curriculum Review Cycle

Administrative Procedure

The following is a procedure for selection of curriculum materials including textbook materials.

Steering team compiles a report of the selection process, the budgetary needs, and a recommendation for  endorsement by the superintendent and then for Board approval








After participating in consensus building activities during the in-service day, teachers vote, (must have an 80%approval), on the materials to be used





Steering team plans and conducts a one-day in-service for all applicable teachers to assess each vendor’s materials











Vendors conduct presentations of their instructional materials during a one-day in-service or at the individual schools











Steering team advertises for RFP’s from applicable vendors who display their materials in each school








Steering team determines the instructional materials required to deliver the instruction








Steering team reviews & revises the scope & sequence for the subject being reviewed








Supt. appoints a steering team composed of educators from all of the Warren Schools
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
