Executive Summary:  
Character Education Planned Instruction
Summary:  
As part of our state requirements for offering the Alternative Education program at WCSD, students must complete educational components in behavior management, drug and alcohol awareness, and healthy lifestyles.  The staff at WAHS who are responsible for delivering such curricula to the students have found that these topics also afford opportunities for increased instruction in reading and writing skills.  Since this course consumes a class period during which students might be able to take an elective course for credit, we believed that it would be beneficial to allow students to earn a credit for this period of study.  In addition, earning a credit should also motivate students to focus on these lessons as a valuable and worthwhile component of the alternative education program.  
This curriculum has been written and reviewed by a cross curricular team including administrators, physical education staff, special education staff and language arts staff.  We believe that it has value for our students and would like to have the Board approve these as planned instructions to be offered to all students enrolled in the alternative education program.

Financial Implications:
The supplies and staffing for these courses are already in place since we are required to present this information to our students as a part of the program.
Recommendations:

That the Board of School Directors approves the planned instructions as presented.
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
