In order to graduate from the District, the student must demonstrate proficiency in the 39 
Keystone Exams in Algebra I, Literature, and Biology, and such other subjects as shall 40 
be determined by the Pennsylvania Department of Education, no later than grade 11.  41 
Students shall be permitted to take the Keystone Exams upon completion of the courses 42 
covered by the Keystone Exams, and as many times as necessary prior to and/or during 43 
their grade 11 year to achieve proficient or advanced scores.  Students who do not score at 44 
the proficient level or above on the Keystone Exams by the end of their grade 11 year will 45 
be required to participate in the state-developed Project Based Assessment, which shall 46 
be the District’s approved alternative assessment.  The Project Based Assessment shall be 47 
administered during their senior year, or earlier, depending on the student’s 48 
individualized educational plan (IEP).  Students must achieve a defined scaled score to 49 
achieve proficiency on this assessment no later than their junior or senior year.  The required 50 
minimum scaled scores will be increased to keep pace with increases to the Keystone Exam 51 
proficiency level as mandated by PDE to meet NCLB federal guidelines. 52 
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The Graduation Project will be recorded the student’s senior year.  The course titled 5 
Senior Project will be graded Pass/Incomplete and will not count towards a student’s GPA. 6

The student’s highest Keystone Exam, or grade 11 score in Algebra I, Literature, 8 

and Biology, and such other subjects as shall be determined by the Pennsylvania 9 
Department of Education, will be recorded on his/her transcript. 10
