Allegheny Valley/Sheffield Elementary – 1 FTE  (.5 split)

Allegheny Valley School will use the .5 FTE to support a large fifth grade class with 41% of their students scoring basic or below basic on last year’s PSSA.  This teacher will also support other students for small group instruction as time allows.

Sheffield Elementary School will use flexible scheduling to facilitate increased reading instructional time with grades three through five.  The Sheffield Elementary score for the building show 65.2% proficient or advanced in reading which just makes the 63% cut, but when these students move to SAMHS, that score drops to 58.6%. This indicates a need for stronger preparation before they go to middle school.
